The Palestinian Committee of Women Workers in Jerusalem strongly protest
acts of vandalism committed by the Zionist colomist during last week against the
Arab inhabitants of Al ¥Khaldia quarter in the 0ld City of Jerusalem .

We appeal to local and foreign public opinion to reguest a halt to the viclation
by the Israeli settlers of the basic human rights of the Palestinians to live peace-

fully in their homes .
