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"Huj", Adel Zawati, a Paper Clipping

Handwritten in Arabic, this paper clipping documents the name of "Huj", a village 
eighteen kilometres east of Gaza with roads connecting it to Beʾr as-Sabeʿ, 
Berber, Dimra, Hiribya, al-Majdal, and Gaza. The village is three kilometres east of the 
Berber-Gaza road, and six kilometres west of the oil pipeline between Eilat and Ashdod. 
In 1948, Zionists occupied and displaced the village and established the colonies of 
"Dorot" and "Givim".
