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archival item documents a letter from Tal‘at al-Ghusain who is residing in al-Kuwait to
Anwar Nusseibeh sent on 23 September 1959; whereas he informs him that Sheikh
Sabah al-Ahmad is to send his son to a boarding school in Jordan, therefore, he attaches
information about his age “12 years”, his current grade and confirms the reasons behind
sending him to this type of school saying this is to keep him away from the political
chaos, to focus on his academic life, to maintain his educational level once he applies for
the “Matriculation Certificate” to peruse his education in England, to be taught the
English language in higher quality by the school, to never lose his Arabic language or to
step away from his religion, therefore, he shall be waiting for Nusseibeh’s school
nominations.
