Making contact with the head of the Black September
organization. 2. Conducting contacts and meetings with Abu Jihad (Khalil al-Wair) and
Abu Firas (one of Fatah's officials for military actions) from the Fatah movement during
his successive visits to Lebanon. 3. Transporting weapons and bombs in his car to
Palestine.
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
