Issue No. 288 of the Official Palestine Newspaper, 1 August 1931

Issued on 1 August 1931, this document shows issue no. 288 of the Official Palestine 
Newspaper featuring official government announcements including the approval of the 
draft settlement of the colony of Beit Harikom in Jerusalem, and the addition of a new 
article to the project of the territorial division system in Jerusalem. It also included lists of 
the movement of immigrants to Palestine and the displaced from it, and lists of 
quarantine, communicable diseases and the sale of unclaimed goods. In addition to 
official government announcements regarding laws and legislation and amendments 
thereto. The issue was printed in Azriel Press in Jerusalem, where the price of the copy 
was fifty mils and was published twice a month. Said official government announcements 
and amendments include:  Law No. 3 and 4 of 1931 passed. Appointment of a consul in 
the United States. Cancellation of the permit to acquire Palestinian citizenship. 
Certificates under the Land Expropriation Act. An order under the Immigration Law to 
grant permission for Category A (1) immigrants to remain in Palestine permanently. An 
order under the Police Act regarding the appointment of a higher police officer. An order 
under the Land Settlement Law included appointing a settlement commissioner and 
authorizing an assistant settlement commissioner with additional powers. Orders under 
the Urban Planning Law, including approval of the two projects organizing the Jerusalem 
area and the Tel Aviv colony, and approval of the borders of the Haifa planning area. An 
ordinance amending the Order Establishing Courts of 1931 under the Palestine 
Constitution of 1922. The Horse Syphilis Regulation of 1931 was promulgated under the 
Animal Diseases Act of 1926, and the declaration of some affected villages according to 
the same law.
